If you've watched the TV show "Survivor," you know what Hollywood thinks it's like, but what would it really be like?
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Task

Your task is to create a compelling presentation for your classmates about how one tribe of Native Americans lived without our modern technologies.
The class will be divided into teams to cover geographic areas of the United States.
Each team will find out about one tribe of Indians for the geographic area which that team has chosen.
Within each team, the following three roles will need to be filled (each person will cover two areas)
· one person will be the nutritionist & doctor
· one person will be the fashion & spiritual advisor
· one person will be architect & artist
Your classmates will need your presentation in order to prepare for the assessment on this unit of study.
Process

Create teams with three students each, and decide which tribe each team will research. Click here for a map of geographic areas and list of tribes (close that window to come back here).
Within the team, students choose one of the roles: 
· nutritionist & doctor studies food and medicine 

· fashion & spiritual advisor studies clothing and legends/beliefs/ceremonies 

· architect & artist studies shelter and arts/crafts/music. 
Teams will make a compelling presentation to the class, telling how their tribe of Indians lived without our modern technologies. Teams will create a product to aid their presentation. Possible products include: brochure, PowerPoint, diorama, or poster/exhibit. The team must decide how they will proceed, and get project approval. Click here to open a document which you will print, then fill out the printed paper with your choices. 

You will take notes and gather knowledge about the aspects of the tribe which you are studying. Print out the note-taking sheet for your role:
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Nutritionist/Doctor
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Fashion/Spiritual Advisor
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Contractor/Artist 

 
Your team must create a compelling presentation about the tribe you are researching. Aspects of the tribe to consider include: 

· Shelter
· Medicine
· Clothing
· History
· Art
· Music
· Food
· Symbols 
· Language 
· Celebrations 
· Famous people or role models 
· Folktales/Legends/Poetry
· Relationship to nature
· Leadership and decision-making
· Relationship with other tribes 
· Spirituality 
In your presentation, you should include
· Information and images to explain and show the facts you want to communicate to your audience.
· Specific ways that your tribe accomplished tasks that we take for granted. For example, how did they light a fire without matches?
· Links to web sites for further information
· Current status of your tribe: Is your tribe still in existence? Where and how are its members living now? 
· Conclusions: What was the relationship of your tribe to the natural world? 
· Sources Used, with proper citation formats.
